Woodturning Finishes - Varnishes/QOils - Part 1

k" The Varnishes-- A Very Brief Summary

,,,,,,

| There are four types of varnish - akyd, polyurethane,
spar, and quick-drying. Any of these varnishes can be substituted when-
ever we mention "varnish” in this discussion.

Alkyds are the traditional varnishes made from a polyester resin. For a
crude reference, think of polyester astheresin that is used in Fiber-
glass®. These varnishes are durable, flexible, resistance to abrasion,
have good adhesion qualities, resistant to discoloration from UV and
light, and are relatively less expensive than the other varnishes. Their
only negative isthat they are very slow drying and will take 24-hours to
dry sufficiently for recoating. For this reason aone, the alkyd varnishes
are becoming difficult to find as a furniture finish, but their superior
qualities make them the choice for floor finishing varnishes.

Polyurethane resins have replaced the alkyds for only one reason - they
dry and cure faster. They are also more water resistant. But, several of
the benefits of the alkyds have been sacrificed. Polyurethane varnishes
arenot light and UV resistant, and therefore will turn "yellow" rather
quickly. They can a so have adhesion problems with themselves and
other finishes.

Spar varnish is aformulation of phenolic and alkyd resinsin Tung Qil.
Another crude comparison would liken phenolic resin to Bakelite®, wa-
terproof, and very hard. Spar varnish is arelatively hard finish with su-

perior water resistance and flexi-
bility. It has a good resistance to
damage from either acid or alkali
substances or deterioration from
light and UV. Unfortunately, it is
very slow drying and it hasa
naturally deep yellow color.

Fast-drying, or VT, varnishes
have been modified with styrene
resinsto produce avery fast dry-
ing timethat is similar to that of a
nitrocellulose lacquer. This speed
comes with the sacrifice of the
protective properties found in the
other varnishes.

Which Varnish?

It should be obvious from a com-
parison of the properties of the
various varnishes that we should
be using either akyd or spar for
our woodturnings. Either will of-
fer the flexibility to move with
the wood as it changes with sea
sonal moisture changes, and pro-
vide the durable surface protec-
tion required for an item that will
see frequent handling over a pe-
riod of many years. Although |
have preferred the alkyd var-
nishes for many years, it has be-
come difficult to find as afurni-
ture finishing product. However,
itisreadily available as afloor
finish, but usually in nothing less
than a 1-gallon container. | started
using spar several years ago be-
cause it was easier to find. | have
not found it to be superior to the
alkyd as afinish for turned wood.

Many woodturners prefer the

higher gloss from fewer coats and
faster drying of the polyurethane
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varnishes. | don®use them be-
cause | don®like their plastic ap-
pearance. They may be faster dry-
ing, but adhesion can be a prob-
lem, and they turn yellow and de-
teriorate with age and exposure to
light. The manufacturers have
added avariety of ingredientsin
an attempt to solve these prob-
lems, but they have only suc-
ceeded in reducing them while
increasing their cost.

Gel Finishes

These finishes have been pro-
moted as "the answer" to our
wood finishing problems. Gel fin-
ishes are the pol yurethane varnish
resins without the liquid solvents.
These are the solids that will set-
tle to the bottom of a can of poly-
varnish. These finisheswill givea
more uniform surface coloring
because they do not penetrate as
deeply into the end grain asthe

liguid varnishes. Other than that, I " #$08"
they have all of the same charac-
teristics associated with any other
polyurethane varnish. Bartley@O ( ( ( (
and General FinishesO arethe ( (
most recognized brand names.
