Epoxy Glues ( re-printed from Wood-Central with
permission of Russ Fairfield)

B There are several positive features to using Epoxy
AMEND ) glues. Within reasonable limits, the strength of the glue

lineis not dependent on its thickness. A thick glue-line
will have the same strength as athin one. Their strength and gap-filling
ability makes them an ideal candidate for holding awaste-block to a
problem piece of wood. Their gap-filling ability and flexibility makes
them excellent for filling cracks and holes in the surface of the wood.
They are useful for filling recesses in the wood with augmenting materi-
als such as brass powders, crushed stone, and Inlace. Application of
heat (hair dryer) has the effect of athinner on the glue, but can aso re-
duce itscuretime. They are very water-resistant.

If thereis any problem with an epoxy resin, it is that we usually ask too
much of it, and we are disappointed when it didn't reach our expecta-
tions. Using better quality resins can solve most problems. | would not
consider using most of the epoxy resins that are available in the two-part
packages from Home Depot and similar stores as being suitable for use
in woodturning. While these home center and hobby shop epoxies are
easy to use and mix, two lines on aflat surface IS NOT sufficient con-
trol to get consistent results from aglue that is labeled as having a 5-
minute and 10-minute cure time. Mixing larger quantities of the 30-
minute epoxiesis a better alternative if we want to use these products.

| have had good and consistent results from the resins that are available
from West Systems and System-3, and these are preferred over anything
else that iscommercially available.

Problemswith Epoxies...

All epoxy resins have the potential for several problems, and the degree
to which they are a problem seems to increase as their cure time be-
comes faster.

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The expansion/contraction rate of the glue with changes
in temperature and moisture can be different from that
of the wood. When the two rates don't match, arepair
made with an epoxy will either be raised above the
wood surface, or be adepression below it. This charac-
teristic must be considered before using an epoxy resin
for asegmented assembly, gluing pen tubes, or other
places where differential movement could present a
problem. Using up to 50% wood dust in afiller mixture
will reduce the expansion problem.

Epoxy cures with an exothermic (It gets hot) reaction.
Large masses can get very hot and become filled with
bubbles. Again, using up to 50% filler materia will re-
duce these effects.

Epoxies are water-resistant and some are even water-
proof, but none of them are vapor-proof. On a scale of 1
to 10, the absorption of water vapor from the air into
bare wood will be a"10" and through an epoxy coating
asa"1". Thewood will still change from seasonal
changes in moisture content, but it will just be much
slower. Thereis ahigh probability that the expansion of
the wood will make hairline cracks in an epoxy coating.
After that there is nothing to keep out the water, and
nothing looks worse than an epoxy coating that is com-
ing off of a piece of wood.

There is always a concern for whether any finishis
"food safe”. An aily film forms on the surface of many
epoxy glues, and adrinking vessel that is assembled or
coated with the resin will have the rainbow colors of an
"oil dick" on the still surface of Coca-Cola. And, in the
old-days that was atest for whether the liquor was fit for
drinking. These oils may not be harmful, but they can
cause intestinal distress. Cleaning the inside surface with
Isopropyl Alcohol will temporarily eliminate the oil
film. 1t isa good idea to make atest before using the
vessel, and wipe the surfaces with alcohol before every
use.

Epoxy resins must be mixed for each use. Clean-up can
be messy, but a good amount of Isopropyl Alcohol will
make that an easier task.

For al of itsfaults, epoxy resins are better for filling

cracks and voidsin wood than a Cyanoacrylate glue. It
just takes longer.
