Now's the time to borrow your best or worst friends Belt Sander and soup it up a little
with a trick or two. The Annual OWG Picnic this coming July 8th at Zorinsky Lake will

Belt Sander Drag Race's!

Description of Race:

Belt Sander Drag Racing, is very similar to Auto Drag Racing, but geared down to Belt
Sander size! Two Belt Sanders race down a specially designed drag strip (track) from
a dead stop to the finish line. First there is declared the winner of that run! This is an
elimination event and the last Belt Sander winning the final trip down the strip is
declared Champion! The OWG Drag strip is over 24 feet long and has a 8' section for
shut-down. Electrical power to each sander is controlled by a Master Control and
Race Master, Ken Kratky. Each competitor watches the strip lights and has a power
button for his lane. When the light goes green, HIT YOUR SWITCH!

Belt Sander Rules:

(1).... Racer must be a TRUE out of the box Belt Sander.

(2).... Belt Sanders may be modified with bumpers and/or rollers. Any bumpers
and/or rollers must not be over 3 inches high to the top of bumper/rollers.
Track lanes have a 3 inch high guide rail on each side!

(3).... Overall LANE width is 9 1/2 inches! If your sander is to wide...it can't race!

(4).... Put a number or name on your Belt Sander Racer!
