SHOP TIP

Marking a required distance directly on the piece of wood to be cut to size is generally recognized to
be the most accurate measuring method and has been used for centuries. A variation of this method
is the STORY STICK where distances or designs are marked on a scrap piece and then the informa-
tion is transferred directly to the work piece.
