(5) Make easy for kids with limited movement to grasp or move.

SHOP TIP OF THE MONTH

A drill press or portable drill can substitute for a lathe when
shaping/sanding wheel or other circular parts when making toys.
Use redi-rod or a bolt through the axle hole and secure with
washers and nuts on each side of the wheel.
