Students need to bring: 

�  Eye protection (face shield or safety glasses)  
�  Dust protection mask or respirator  
�  Spindle roughing gouge  
�  All the Skew chisels you own  
�  3/8" and/or 1/2" spindle & detail gouges (bring what you have)  
�  Diamond parting tool  
�  Ring or hook holing tool, if you have one  
�  1/2" round nose scraper
